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Khelo India program

Background:

India has the largest youth population in the world, with approximately 65% of the
population below the age of 35 years.

27.5% of the total population is in the age group of 15-29 years, representing a dynamic

and vibrant segment.

It is proposed to merge the existing schemes like Rajiv Gandhi Khel Abhiyan (RGKA),
Urban Sports Infrastructure Scheme (USIS) and National Sports Talent Search Scheme
(NSTSS) into a single scheme to encourage wider participation in sports and ensure
effective implementation. It was named 'Khelo India: National Program for the
Development of Sports'.
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The initiative began with the Khelo India School Games in 2018 held
in New Delhi. The initiative achieved major success when the Indian
Olympic Association (IOA) joined the initiative later that year and the
Khelo India School Games was renamed the Khelo India Youth Games
from 2019. The 2019 edition was held in Pune.

The first edition of Khelo India University Games was held at Kalinga
Institute of Industrial Technology (KIIT), Odisha in 2020.

Three editions of Khelo India Winter Games (KIWG) have been held
in Leh, Ladakh and Gulmarg in Kashmir. The first edition of Khelo
India Winter Games was held in the year 2020.
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How many sports are included in Khelo India Games?Khelo India Youth Games 2018
featured 18 sports, including athletics, archery, badminton, basketball, boxing,
football, gymnastics, hockey, judo, kabaddi, kho-kho, wrestling, weightlifting, tennis,
table tennis, volleyball, Swimming and shooting were included.

In 2024, when KIYG was held in Tamil Nadu, it had 26 sports — archery, athletics,
badminton, basketball, boxing, cycling (road and track), fencing, football, gatka,
gymnastics, hockey, judo, kabaddi, Kalaripayattu. , Kho-Kho, Malkhamb, Shooting,
Swimming, Table Tennis, Tennis, Thang-Ta, Volleyball, Weightlifting, Wrestling,
Yogasana and Squash. Silambam was also performed as a demonstration game.

Competitions at KIYG are held in under-17 and under-21 categories for boys and girls.
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A total of 21 sports were included in the
Khelo India University Games.The list of
sports for the Khelo India Winter Games
includes snow baseball, snow skiing,
mountaineering, ice skating, ice hockey,
snow rugby, ice stock and snowshoe

Introduction: KIYG is a national level multidisciplinary sports competition for school
and college students in India.These games are held in January or February every
year and are part of the Khelo India initiative of the Government of India.

Its objective is to promote sports culture and identify sports talents at the
grassroots level.The last 5 editions of the Youth Games were held in Delhi, Pune,
Guwahati, Panchkula and Bhopal.

6th edition of KIYG: KIYG, Tamil Nadu featured a total of 933 medals (278 gold,
278 silver and 377 bronze) across 26 sports.Squash is making its debut at KIYG

this year, while Silambam, a form of indigenous martial arts, is featured as a
demonstration sport.

Mascot: Veera Mangai.

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Kalaripayatu

Kalaripayattu, also known as Kalari, is an Indian martial art
that originated in modern-day Kerala.

Kalaripayattu is highly respected by martial artists due to its

long history in Indian martial arts. It is believed to be the
oldest surviving martial art in India. It is considered to be
one of the oldest martial arts still in existence. It originated

in a martial arts timeline of at least the 3rd century BC.
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** The place where this martial art is practiced is called

'Kalari'. It is a Malayalam word which signifies a type of
gymnasium.

* Kalari literally means 'barn' or 'battlefield'. The word

Kalari first appears in Tamil Sangam literature to
describe both a battlefield and a battlefield.
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Gatka

Gatka originated from the state of Punjab and this traditional
fighting style of Nihang Sikh warriors is used for self-defense as
well as a sport.

Gatka is believed to have originated when the 6th Sikh Guru

Hargobind adopted the 'Kripana' for self-defense during the
Mughal period.

Earlier it was limited to Gurudwaras, Nagar Kirtan and
Akharas, but after the formation of Gatka Federation of India
(GFI) in 2008, it is now present in the sports category as well.
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Thang ta
Hon Langlon is an Indian martial art from Manipur.

In the Meitei language, huyin means war while langlon or langlong
can mean net, knowledge or art.

Huyen Langlon consists of two main components:

Thang-ta (armed war)

Sarit Sarak (unarmed fighting).

Huyen Langlon's primary weapons are the thang (sword) and the
ta (spear). Other weapons include a shield and an axe.
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Mallakhamb

Mallakhamb is a traditional sport, originating from the Indian
subcontinent, in which a gymnast performs aerial yoga or
gymnastic asanas and grapples with a vertical stationary or
hanging wooden pole, cane or rope.

The name Mallakhambh is derived from Malla, which means
wrestler, and Khamb, which means pillar. Literally meaning
"wrestling pole", the term refers to traditional training equipment
used by wrestlers.

Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra have been the hotspots of this
game.

The first KIUG is being organized in the 7 north-eastern states of India -

Assam, Arunachal Pradesh, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Sikkim, Nagaland and
Tripura.

Nearly 4,500 athletes from more than 200 Indian universities participated
in the Games.

Chandigarh University won the Khelo India University Games title for the
first time with a total of 71 medals (finishing first).

Chandigarh University with its boxers won the overall championship of

the 4th Khelo India University Games 2024, Ashtalakshmi, with a haul of
S gold, 1 silver and 4 bronze medals.
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The mascot, named
“Ashtalakshmi”, represents a
butterfly adorned with wings
featuring cultural motifs and
colours from each scale,
