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MUSCLES

1. SKELETAL/STRIATED MUSCLES @ifed

Skeletal muscle tissue is closely attached to skeletal bones.

Attached to bones by tendons.

Also present in tongue, pharynx

Arrangement of myosin and actin produces alternate light and dark bands (Striated
appearance).
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2. SMOOTH/ NON STRIATED NGifrd
The smooth muscle fibres taper at both ends (fusiform/ spindle-shaped) and do not show

striations fEUSST & HTHR T , NGifhd

Smooth muscles are ‘involuntary’ IASH as their functioning cannot be directly controlled.

Form part of the walls of small arteries and veins and of organs such as the stomach,
intestines, uterus, and urinary bladder.
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3. .CARDIAC MUSCLE U
Striated ; branched and involuntary.
